Students will explore key administrative areas such as emergency management, budgeting, human resources and incident 
command.

All courses are taught completely online, and 
students are never required to come to campus.  Students are strongly encouraged to complete an associate’s degree in fi re 
science or a related fi eld prior to enrolling in the FESA program.

EDUC 320 - Educational Psychology (Correspondence)
Th is course combines basic principles of learning theory 
and human adolescent development with eff ective teaching 
strat e gies and classroom management skills.  Topics 
covered include the psychological conditions of classroom 
learning and teach ing, understanding needs of exceptional 
and diverse children in the classroom, and motivation.   
Two exams; optional essay replaces one exam.  Course 
materials, including study guide, are available at Colorado 
State University's Bookstore.
 Credits: 3 semester

EDUC 628 - Models of Teaching (Telecourse)
Exploration of pedagogical topics and skill development 
related to instructional approaches.
 Credits: 3 semester
 Prereq: Must be enrolled in one of the following   
   levels: professional or graduate

EDUC 629 - Communications and Classrooms 
(Telecourse)
Exploration of pedagogical topics and growth 
experiences related to classroom management and 
presentation skills.
 Credits: 3 semester  

EDUC 635 - Educators, Systems and Change 
(Telecourse)
Process of change in education, focusing on teacher's 
role as leader and facilitator.  Assignments and fi nal 
exam.  Students have six months to complete the 
course.  Th is course is part of the Postsecondary Teaching 
Licensure Program.
